Pronunciation Tips

Brazilian Portuguese

"r" at the beginning of words sounds like "h" in "house"

"r" at the end of words or before consonants is often softened
"t" before "i" or final "e" sounds like "ch" in "cheese"

"d" before "i" or final "e" sounds like "j" in "job"

"m" at the end of words nasalizes the preceding vowel

"ao" is a nasal diphthong unique to Portuguese

European Portuguese

Unstressed vowels are often reduced or nearly silent

"s" at the end of words or before consonants sounds like "sh"
The "r" is more rolled than in Brazilian Portuguese

"e" at the end of words is often silent

Common Expressions

Tudo bem? - All good? (common greeting)
Com certeza! - Certainly!

Legal! (Brazil)/Fixe! (Portugal) - Cool!

Que saudade! - What a longing! (untranslatable expression of missing
someone/something)

Nossal!/Caramba! (Brazil) - Wow!

Pois ndo? - May | help you?

Fique a vontade - Make yourself comfortable
Saude! - Cheers/Bless you!

Parabéns! - Congratulations!

Bom apetite! - Enjoy your meal!

Cuidado! - Be careful!

Brazil vs. Portugal Differences

e Tuvs. Vocé - "Tu" is rarely used in Brazil but common in Portugal
e Vocabulary differences: autocarro (PT) vs. 6nibus (BR) for "bus"
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e Word placement: Te amo (BR) vs. Amo-te (PT) for "l love you"

e Brazil tends to use gerund (-ando, -endo): Estou falando (I am speaking)
e Portugal tends to use a + infinitive: Estou a falar (I am speaking)
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
